Conduct research related training courses e.g. research
methodology, biostatistics, good clinical practice (GCP).

Organise research consultation clinic.

Do literature search and get full text articles when possible for
MOH researchers.

Coordinated more than 50 investigator initiated research projects
including more than 20 clinical trials.

Assisted clinicians in establishing patient registry in 30 clinical
disciplines.

Developed a statistical analysis program for clinical competency
monitoring called Cumulative Sum or CUSUM.

Conducted research projects that have significant impact on clinical
practice. One example is the study on continuous ambulatory
peritoneal dialysis (CAPD) that has a decisive impact on MOH policy
on the utilisati on of the type of peritoneal dialysis system in its
dialysis program.
